Who May Apply?
· Emerging companies who are current participants in an enterprise support programme run by an SME enterprise support agency in Dublin.
· Companies should be at least one year in business, but not more than three years.

· The company should have an innovative product or service, and be capable of demonstrating business success.

· The company must be nominated by the support agency

(see Competition Rules below)

How to apply

Simply complete a short submission (about 2 / 3 pages), outlining in summary format your company’s product or service, identifying the market served, the growth pattern to-date, including sales and profit levels, the financial basis of the company, and prospects for future growth.  

You may attach additional material e.g a marketing brochure, product description, business plan, testimonial etc

Your application should be submitted through the Programme Manager of your college or support agency. If your application is shortlisted by your agency, your application will be forwarded to the Adjudication Panel for consideration.  (One application per Agency).

Judging Criteria

The criteria which the adjudicators will take into account when assessing the applications are as follows:

· The product or service should be innovative and capable of adding value to the economy

· The business should have a good financial plan, and a reasonable basis for profitability (though not necessarily in profit)

· There should be a sound business and marketing strategy attached to the product or service and be capable of delivering success.
· The nominee should be an active or immediate past participant in the Enterprise Support Programme run by the Agency.
· The Nominee should be at least one year in the programme but not more than three years.
The Awards

The Winning entry will receive a prize of €10,000. 
The winner will also receive other support measures as agreed with the programme organisers (FRIENDS OF DAVID MANLEY COMMITTEE)  
Competition Rules

1. The Award is open to companies who have recently participated or are participating in an SME support programme run by recognised SME support agencies in Dublin (“the support agencies”).

2. The Award will be administered by the Friends of David Manley Committee

3. An independent Adjudication Panel will assess the entries and decide on the winners. 

4. Applicants should apply in the first instance to their support agency. The agency will select one nomination which will be forwarded for consideration by the Adjudication Panel. 
5. Applicants may be shortlisted and invited to make a brief presentation to the Adjudication Panel

6. The decision of the Adjudication Panel is final and they will not enter into any discussion or correspondence about the results.

7. The Winner will be announced at a reception at a date to be notified.

8. The final closing date for receipt of entries is 8 September 2004
